Behind every 
question is a real story, and every answer helps shine a light on the growing need in 
Rugby.  

More people than ever are needing emergency food support, while donations are 
becoming stretched. By coming together in a spirit of generosity, we can help 
change that. 

We hope this quiz brings fun, connection, and inspiration and encourages everyone 
to take a small step, whether by donating food, giving financially, or simply spreading 
the word.

There is one question (Round 2 Q.6) where all options are correct so you can choose 
how to award maximum points.   
 
 



ROUND 1: TRUE OR FALSE 

Which of these statements are True or False?  

1) The Foodbank also provides Toiletries, pet food and laundry detergents   
ANSWER: TRUE 

2) Trussell Foodbanks also give alcoholic drinks to people who request them?
ANSWER: FALSE 

3) At Rugby Foodbank we also offer a free taxi home for people with more than 2 bags. 
ANSWER: FALSE 

4) Many people using Foodbanks are also dealing with long term illness or disability. 
ANSWER: TRUE 

5) People in work don’t need support from Foodbanks.  

ANSWER: FALSE 

6) Early support and advice can sometimes prevent a financial crisis.  

ANSWER: TRUE 

7) If people donate to the Foodbank regularly it adds significant cost to their weekly or 
monthly shopping bill?  

ANSWER: FALSE - Supermarket brand hand soap can be as little as 55p. Fairy 
liquid can be around 67p. Lots of small donations can really make a difference. 

8) There are more foodbanks in the UK than MacDonalds 

ANSWER: TRUE - There are approximately 1450 MacDonalds in the UK and 1650 
Trussell Foodbanks. There are approximately another 1000 food banks that are 
provided by other charities. 

9) People donate things to the Foodbank – not just food. Rugby Foodbank has seen the 
following things donated: weed killer, false eyelashes and hair restorer.  

ANSWER: TRUE 

10) A third of all food parcels in the Trussell network help to feed children.  
ANSWER: TRUE 



ROUND 2: Who Needs the Foodbank?

2) In 2024 Trussell looked at the percentage of individuals affected by hunger and 
hardship by their age group.  Which age group do you think is most affected.   
 
A) Children aged between 0 and 4 years old.   
B) Children age 16 -19 yrs old 
C) People aged 50 -59 yrs old  
D) Pensioners 
ANSWER: A - The risk of hunger and hardship appears to decrease with age. However, 
There is a under-representation of support for people aged 65 and over. Just 3% of the 
support provided by food banks is for people aged 65 and over.  

3) According to research that Citizens Advice completed for Warwickshire what is the 
number one driver of food poverty? 
 
A) Regular income that isn’t enough to cover essential bills.  
B) Poor budgeting 
C) Addiction 
D) High gas and electric bills  
ANSWER: A 

4) Which of the following is a common reason people suddenly need food support? 
 
A) They bought a big new TV 
B) A one off expense like a funeral, vet bill or a car repair.  
C) Going on holiday 
D) They lost their job. 
ANSWER: B

 ANSWER: D - Families with three or more children are especially likely to face severe 
hardship.

D) Hungry.  
ANSWER: ALL OF THE ABOVE. Give one point for every correct answer. Or double 
points if anyone answered all four.

1) How many food parcels were distributed by the Trussell network of Foodbanks across 
the UK in 2023 /2024?  
 
A) 6.24 million

ANSWER: B - 3.12 million 

2)  In 2025 how many parcels did Rugby Foodbank distribute?  
 
A) 12,357 
B) 8,219 
C) 5693 
D) 4976 
ANSWER: C - 5693 

3) What proportion of the UK public believe that everyone should have enough money to 
afford their basic needs and the dignity to buy their own food?  
 
A) 84% 
B) 78%

D) 58% 
ANSWER: B - 78% 

 
4) What proportion of people coming to Rugby Foodbank come just once in a year to 
receive emergency food?  
 
A) 56% 
B) 63%

D) 15% 
ANSWER: A - 56% of people come only once to collect 3 days of emergency food 
and we don’t see them again. 



5) How many tonnes of stock came into Rugby Foodbank warehouse in 2025?

ANSWER: D
